PAA Online Voting Update

Elections

The Association membership voted
during the last Annual Meeting in North
Carolina to amend the Constitution and
By-laws (C&BL) to allow for greater par-
ticipation in the election process for
Vice-President and Directors. The C&BL
now allow for online voting and also re-
quire the elections for the VP and Direc-
tors to be completed prior to the Annual
Meeting. This year we need to conduct
three such elections for the VP and two
Directors.

We are in the process of testing a
method for conducting online voting that
will require the correct and current
email for any member that desires to
vote online. Members without an email
address listed in the PAA website direc-
tory will be mailed a paper ballot to be
returned at their expense and by a
specified date to coincide with the end
date of the online process. Results of

the elections will be announced during
the Annual Meeting in Colorado. Please
make sure that your email address in
the PAA directory is current and correct
as it will not be the responsibility of
anyone else if you do not receive a bal-
lot due to an incorrect email address.

Position Summary: The Hermiston Agricultural Research and Extension Center
(HAREC) invites applications for a full-time (1.00 FTE), 9-month, tenure-track
Assistant Professor position with an academic home in the Department of Crop
and Soil Science. Salary for two additional months will be provided annually on
a fixed-term basis at least until tenure is obtained.

This position will provide leadership for statewide potato breeding, genetics
and molecular biology research program focused on the genetic improvement
of potato varieties in Oregon and the Pacific Northwest. Research emphasis will
